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Verbos Irregulares: Lista de Verbos y Descripcion General

participio pasado. Los verbos regulares tienen una terminacion -ed agregada al verbo raiz tanto para el pasado
simple como para el participio pasado. Los verbos irregulares no siguen este patrdn, sino que adoptan un patrén
alternativo.
