En inglés, los verbos regulares constan de tres partes principales: la forma raíz (presente), el pasado (simple) y el 
participio pasado. Los verbos regulares tienen una terminación -ed agregada al verbo raíz tanto para el pasado 
simple como para el participio pasado. Los verbos irregulares no siguen este patrón, sino que adoptan un patrón 
alternativo.
